Care Trust Response an Insult
Lancaster Central Green County Councillor Chris Coates has called the response of Lancashire Care Trust to complaints by local residents over the plans to site a new mental health unit at Royal Albert Fields an insult.

Cllr Coates made the comments after the Trusts response to a damning report from the County Council’s Adult Health Overview & Scrutiny committee was made public at its meeting on Tuesday 11th November.
Cllr Coates said “The Care Trust has failed to address the criticisms in the report that they misled the public and that the consultation was biased. To just say that it can all be dealt with when a planning application is put in is an insult to local people who feel seriously let down by a so called ‘public consultation’. ”
The County Council report was drawn up by a Task group after Cllr Coates passed on complaints from local residents who had only heard about the public consultation after it had happened.
Cllr Coates added “The report said that the consultation should not be used as part of any planning application. I hope that the Trust will at least take that on board if the decided to push ahead with this site.” 
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
